After a discussion regarding the
proposals and the benefits generated by each, Edward R. Mundorf made a motion,
seconded by Peter E. Partridge, authorizing Mr. Schlesinger and PFM to proceed with
the Delaware Valley Bond Pool based on an initial paydown of $320,000. Motion
Carried.
