Engineer Spangler presented the Notice of Intent (NOI) for the MS4 and waiver 
application. Susan P. Barley made a motion, seconded by Peter E. Partridge, to 
authorize the submission of the NOI to the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental 
Protection.
