Community Yard Sale

The Community Yard Sale is set for
Thursday, April 23 through Saturday,
April 25, 2026 from 8:00 am to 4:00
pm. There will be no charge and the
entire Borough, including businesses
is welcome to participate.

Ordinance Reminders....

Sidewalks and Curbs... Owners are responsible
for keeping sidewalks clear and free. Shrubs
must be trimmed to the vertical plane of the edge
of the sidewalk and a head clearing of 8 feet.

Weeds and Grass...it shall be considered a viola-
tion to allow weeds or grass to grow to a height in
excess of 12 inches, or to allow weeds or grass to
go to seed, regardless of height.

Open Burning... Open fires shall be permitted
only on the second Saturday of each month
between the hours of 7:00 am and 5:00 pm. Open
fires on these dates are subject to cancellation if a
burn ban is issued.

Keeping of Vehicles...It shall be unlawful for any
person (which term shall include any individual,
partnership, firm, association, corporation or
other legal entity) to keep on any street, alley,
public way or open areas of private property
within the Borough of New Salem any motor
vehicle which shall be considered abandoned.
Refer to Section 217.3 for definitions of any
abandoned vehicle.

Please be proactive for safety reasons. Also it is
costly for the Borough Codes Enforcement Offi-
cer to inspect, notify owners and follow-up on
properties that are unsafe.

If you see any of these violations, be sure to con-
tact the Borough office or New Salem Fire Com-
pany for open burning. By working together we
can keep our community clean and beautiful.

Answers to common questions.....

Trash & Recycle....Penn Waste (717-764-4456) han-
dles all trash. By Ordinance trash cannot be put curbside
before 4:00pm the day before pickup and container must
be removed by 11:00pm day of pickup.

Water & Sewer....York Water Co (717-845-3601) is
the provider. You can contact them with any questions,
however, only the Borough can change the name on any
sewer account. Remember if paying online, you will
have a separate account number for water and sewer.

Animal control...If you find a stray dog, you should call
911. If the dog is contained they will contact our con-
tracted dog service. That service will seek to find the
owner or take it to a shelter. If the dog is not contained
and appears dangerous, 911 will give you instructions.
Remember this is for dogs only. Cats can now be taken
directly to the SPCA.

Permit Requirements...It is always best to check with
the Zoning & Codes Officer, Mike Hammers (717-870-
7753). If something is built or remodeled out of code,
there could be costly corrections.
